• In 2003, in sub-Saharan Africa 4.6 
million children were orphaned 
by HIV/AIDS.  This figure is 
expected to reach 7.8 million by 
2010. 

 

• There are 7.9 million orphans in 
Asia. 

 

• 16% of households in sub-
Saharan Africa are child-led 
families.
